Instrument shutter operation at HB1A

The instrument shutter at HB1A exhibits an intermittent failure mode where the shutter lights may not indicate the shutter position correctly. However, the actual shutter position can be visually determined from a distance allowing verification of the shutter being closed before personnel enter the area.

We have taken the following actions to provide for safe operations at HB1A until the shutter system is fixed;

1. The area of concern around HB1A has been roped off and posted with information on the shutter situation.

2. Personnel who need access to this area will be informed of the steps to be taken to determine if the shutter is properly closed and will indicate receiving this information by signing at the posting of the roped area.

3. The HFIR shift supervisor will be informed so that the reactor operators, who need access to meters behind the HB1A instrument, are also aware of the situation.
